As part of the OECD Recommendation of the Council on Open Government, approved in 2017, the OECD Secretariat has committed to develop an implementation Toolkit. In the context of its development, we would like to collect good practices from members and partner countries, linked to each of the 10 provisions of the Recommendation. However, because OECD members have been designing and implementing open government reforms for more than 2 decades, and often for much longer than that, this call for submission will try to target only those practices that present element of novelty and that are innovative in their design, implementation or evaluation. The cases collected will not only inform the provisions of the Recommendation, but will also be used for a forthcoming OECD publication focused on identifying the most relevant trends on the future of open government reforms.
